ARE NOW OPEN!!

Entries are invited from any financial member of SLSA or affiliated ILS countries wishing to participate in the forthcoming Surf Life Saving
Queensland “SOUTH PACIFIC CHAMPIONSHIPS” to be conducted at the world famous Kirra Beach, on the Gold Coast, Queensland on Friday
18t Saturday 19t and Sunday 20t December 2009.

The event list, starting times and venue/s for these championships is listed further on in this bulletin.

Club Entries

The method of entry is via SLSQ’s “Carnival Manager” for all Queensland Clubs. The name of the event is “2009 South Pacific
Championships”.

NB: If you are wishing to enter in “Fastest Man on Sand — Round 3” this will have to be done separately via SLSQ’s “Carnival Manager” for all
Queensland clubs.

Clubs without access to SLSQ’s Carnival Manager (Clubs/athletes outside of Queensland) may complete the attached manual entry form/s for

NB: Any interstate and/or international entries must be submitted with State or Country endorsement, as proof that the member is currently
proficient and a financial member of their State or Country’s governing body.

Entries close
Midnight Monday 7t December 2009.

Entry Fees
$7.70 per person per event for all events conducted at Kirra Beach and Miami Pool for the Pool Rescue competition.

The exception to this will be Fastest Man on Sand (FMOS) competitors. Entry fees for the FMOS will be in line with the current series being
$10.00 per person for Under 11 to Under 14 and $20.00 per person for Under 15 to Open.

March Past teams will be a flat entry fee of $50.00 per team.

Members can compete up one age group in team events but not individual events, except members with their bronze medallion who will be able
to compete in the Open Age group for individual and open team events.. However an Under 17 athlete cannot compete in the Under 19 Age
group in individual events but can in team events.

All interstate or overseas entries must be accompanied by a cheque made payable to “Surf Life Saving Queensland” or credit card details
completed on the manual entry form. A Tax Invoice for all SLSQ club entries (including late/ additional entries) will be issued to all Queensland
clubs in the week after the South Pacific Championships.
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Late Entries

Nominations which are received at Surf Life Saving Queensland after the closing date (as above) of entries will incur a late entry fee of $150.00
(inc GST) per person plus their entry fee of $7.70 per person per event..

NB: Late entries will not be accepted after COB Friday 11t December 2009 under any circumstances. There will be no further entries
“late or otherwise” after this date.

Entry Conditions

All Competitors wishing to compete in the 2009 South Pacific Championships must have the relevant SLSA award for the Age Group/s they wish
to compete in.

All entered athletes must have completed and signed the SLSA “Application for Membership Form” or their countries relevant document and
paid any required membership fees as proof of their eligibility to race.

NB: Itis an offence to enter a person who does not meet any of the above requirements, and any irregularities will be considered and dealt with
by the SLSQ State Surf Sports Committee accordingly.

Drug Use
Surf Life Saving Queensland affiliated with Surf Life Saving Australia supports the Australian Government, the Australian Sports Commission,

the Australian Olympic Committee, and the Australian Sports Drug Agency in their efforts to eradicate the use of drugs in sport.

SLSA has published an Anti Doping Policy (Policy 5.2) which condemns the use of performance enhancing drugs and doping practices in sport.
Any event conducted by SLSA is subject to random drug testing, without prior notice. The very strict procedures laid down for the testing for
drugs will be observed, and competitors refusing to submit to a drug test will be subject to prescribed penalties.

Dress of Competitors
Competition caps MUST be worn in all events for these championships along with club competition swimwear or shorts.

Dress of Officials

It is imperative that the appearance of competition officials/judges for the 2009 South Pacific Championships is of a high standard; therefore
appointed officials are requested to give a high degree of attention to their quality of uniform.

It is preferred that all officials wear their uniforms distributed at the Senior and Junior State Championships in February/March 2009.

Officials

Officials from anywhere within Australia are welcomed to return the Expression of Interest form to officiate at this event.

For this event participating clubs will need to supply one official for every ten competitors, for Gold Coast clubs and one official for every twenty
competitors, for Sunshine Coast and other regions. Clubs will need to supply the completed club officials list by Tuesday 1t December 2009,
which will fall in line with the officials Expression of Interest return by date.

All appointed officials will be required to be current accreditated SLSA officials and be the holder of a current blue card. Official’s appointments
will be made and distributed to all applicants at least 10 days prior to the event.

Competition Conditions
Competition conditions for all events will be in accordance with the 33 Edition SLSA Surf Sports Manual.

Team Managers
Must ensure that they complete the relevant Team Managers declaration for this event and return to Surf Life Saving QId by close of business on Monday

7 December 2009.
If the Team Managers declaration is not received by this date then the club will be ineligible to compete.

Cancellation Policy

The following Cancellation fee and Refund Policy will be adhered to:

*If a carnival is cancelled, with no postponement before the first event is conducted, 75% of all entry fees will be refunded to all Clubs and/or
individuals (25% retained for administration costs), whichever party paid the original fee.

*If a carnival is cancelled, after the first event is conducted, no refund will be given

*If a carnival is postponed and rescheduled to another date, a 75% refund will be issued to competing Clubs that cannot compete at the re-
scheduled event.
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Water Safety
The top ten clubs by athlete “water event” entry will be required to supply one fully equipped IRB and crew to assist with IRB water

safety at this event. A notification and roster will be forwarded to all relevant clubs once entries close with report times.
The top 12 clubs by entry will be asked to supply two x water safety personnel for Friday’s competition only.

Trophies and Club Point score winners

Club Point scores will be determined on a 6 point for 1st place down to 1 point for 6t place system across all events.

An overall club point score winner trophy will be presented at the completion of competition at Kirra SLSC from the total amount of points from
all events, to the winning club Team Manager. Second and third place getters in the club point score will also receive trophies on the day.
Winners from each event in each age group will receive awards.

There will also be a club random draw prize of a “DOLPHIN SURF CRAFT” double ski via entries received from clubs. The more entries the
more chances of winning.

“DOLPHIN SURF CRAFT” will also be on site at the South Pacific Championships as our exclusive event craft supplier and they will also be
supplying a “Predator” Malibu Board for random prize to one of the participants at the South Pacific Championships.

There will be other numerous random draw prizes throughout this event for athletes, Team Managers, Coaches, Officials and spectators. All
random draw winners must be present on the day to win.

Competitors list
The preliminary competitors list will be distributed to all participating SLSQ clubs and placed on SLSQ website (for entrants outside of

Queensland) by Wednesday 9t December 2009.

Only “Late entries” (with the applicable late entry fee) will be accepted after Monday 7t December 2009 and up to close of business on Friday
11t December 2009. No further late entries will be accepted after 11t December 2009.

The “FINAL” competitors list (including late entries) will be distributed to all Team Managers at their briefing prior to competition start for this
event.

State Team selection and announcement
As has been previously distributed to all clubs, the South Pacific Championships will be the last opportunity for athletes to impress the QLD
“Cyclones” State Team selectors.

The selectors have been monitoring results from previous events already listed and will be making their final selections for the State Team on
Sunday evening 20t December 2009.

All selected athletes will be contacted no later than Tuesday 22m December 2009 by SLSQ and arrangements then made for the team to get
together with Managers, Coaches and officials who form the 2010 QLD “Cyclones” State Team to compete in Sydney on 24t and 25! January
2010.

There will be numerous clinics/training sessions conducted for the state team between 227 December 2009 and 21st January 2010 prior to the
team members travelling to Sydney, to assist with event, relay and pool rescue selections for the interstate competition.

NB: In earlier correspondence to clubs in relation to “Cyclones” State Team selection, all members will be subsidised to travel to Sydney for the
Australia Day weekend and to participate in the Interstate Competition to be held on 24t & 25" January 2010. It is assumed that all team
members will be travelling to Sydney for the Manly Carnival on the 23 January 2010 and the Freshwater Carnival on 24t January 2010.

With this in mind this subsidy has been allocated to assist State Team members with their travel and accommodation expenses whilst in Sydney
that have been arranged through their clubs. It will be assumed that all Team Members have their own travel and accommodation arrangements
made; hence SLSQ will have a vehicle available in Sydney to assist with pick up and drop off at Team Members accommodation, if required, for
all things related to the interstate competition.

This vehicle will not be available for airport pick up and drop offs.
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SPECIAL NOTICE TO ALL CLUB SECRETARIES & TEAM MANAGERS

TEAM MANAGERS DECLARATION

“2009 SOUTH PACIFIC CHAMPIONSHIPS”
NB - THE FOLLOWING DECLARATIONS ARE FOR ALL EVENTS TO BE CONDUCTED UNDER THE SOUTH PACIFIC CHAMPIONSHIPS

Over the years, at various meetings of the State Surf Sports committee, reports of misbehaviour at Surf Life Saving competitions
have been noted with grave concern. The Australian Council has resolved that each Team Manager be notified by special notice
of his/her obligations and responsibilities to his/her club and to Surf Life Saving Queensland and Surf Life Saving Australia.

It is an express condition of acceptance of club entries for this event/series, that the Club’s Team Manager signs the attached
form, verifying that he/she has read and will do everything in his/her power to comply with this notice. Each Club is now requested
to ensure the following items and conditions are implemented:

It is mandatory that all club Team Managers involved with this event attend the Team Managers briefing prior to
commencement of competition for this event.

The Club Team Manager/s will have to be fully aware of his/her responsibilities whilst in charge of the team, and that he/she
has read and is aware of the “SLSA Membership Protection Policy” and the “SLSQ Codes of Conduct”

Each Club travelling to the event shall have a Team Manager duly appointed by the Club in resolution or action.

The Team Manager shall be held responsible to the Club and to SLSQ for the conduct of all his/her team members in
travelling to, during, and returning home from the event.

Any group of two or more members who depart the main body of the team (for purposes of travel or any other reason) shall
have a sub-manager appointed by the Team Manager for the duration of their departure.

Team Managers shall, at all times, exercise control over their teams and ensure member’s conduct and appearance does
not have an adverse bearing upon the good name of his/her Club or the Association.

Special care is to be exercised at high density congregation points, especially air or bus terminals and during the trip. Air
Navigation orders lay down procedures as regards to intoxication, interference to air crews, disorderly or offensive
behaviour, and any act that threatens the safety of the air craft. Any person contravening his/her order is guilty of an
offence.

Before departing your accommodation point — the Team manager shall conduct an inspection of the rooms accompanied by
the Manager of those premises and preferably a senior member of the team. It shall be confirmed with the manager of
premises, that no complaints are going to be made, nor will be made re the team’s conduct or conditions of accommodation
fixtures.

A report shall be furnished to the Club by the Team Manager immediately following the completion of the event (within 14
days) and report any misconduct or complaint.

Team Managers should be cautious of the exchange of team uniforms during or at the Carnival, as mis-reporting of
incidents may occur.

Remember that the venue of this event is the traditional support base for local Clubs and any misconduct will certainly be
noticed and jeopardize future activities of those Clubs. You can readily imagine the situation applied in reverse.

A Judiciary Committee has been formally appointed for this event, prior to, during and post event, which will hold itself ready
for a meeting in the event of any complaint. Such Committee’s shall have the power to also act at the time and shall have
jurisdiction over any lifesaver attending this event or associated Carnivals held at that time.

Team Managers are to wear shirts that clearly identify them as the Club Team Manager. Any person who does not have
clothing that shows this will not be given access to the competition area.

Team Managers must at all times carry with them their current blue card.
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2009 SOUTH PACIFIC CHAMPIONSHIPS - ALL EVENTS INVOLVED!
ADDITIONAL SPECIAL NOTICE TO ALL CLUB SECRETARIES AND TOURING TEAM MANAGERS

Whilst the news media has been quick to publicly expose acts of unacceptable behaviour by various sporting groups travelling away from their Clubs, legal
action by victims of sexual discrimination and harassment has also been threatened. Under the circumstances, it is hoped that Team Managers will accept the
following recommendations in the right vein and ensure that the rights of members and the good name of Surf Life Saving Queensland and its traditions are
upheld at all times. It is realized that “mixed teams” are common-place these days and that members tend to “let their hair down” after some events. However,
this should be done within the bounds of good behaviour and not at the expense of the enjoyment and respect of others. Each Club is requested to ensure
that the following actions and conditions are implemented.

1.

Before Departure

a) Each group of two or more Club members travelling to this event shall have a Team Manager duly appointed by the Club by resolution or action.

b) That Team Managers shall be responsible to the Club and to Surf Life Saving Queensland for the conduct of all of their team members in travelling
to, during and returning home from this event.

c) Any group of two or more members, who depart the main body of the team for the purposes of travel or for any other reason, shall have a “sub-
manager” appointed by the Team Manager for the duration of their departure.

d) Team Managers shall at all times exercise control over their teams and ensure their conduct and appearance does not have an adverse bearing
upon the good name of their Club or Surf Life Saving Queensland

e) Members who wish to depart the main body and remain in an area or proceed with independent travel arrangements, at the conclusion of the
competition, should give sufficient prior notice to their Club and secure the Club and Team Manager’s permission. Clubs are urged to have a
policy attitude towards such breaking up of teams at the conclusion of any events. In the case of members under the age of 18 years, Clubs
should secure a clear indication of approval of such actions from parents or guardians.

Travel

a) Special care should be taken at high density congregation points especially air terminals and during flight trips. Airlines have received instructions
regarding the permissible conduct of groups as laid down by the Australian Government Department of Transport. Extract of such instruction
states:

“Air Navigation Orders” state in part
247 (1) Aperson shall not, while in a state of intoxication, enter any aircraft; and
312(2) A person shall not while in the aircraft
i) interfere with a crew member;
ii)  behave in a disorderly or offensive manner;
i)y do any act that threatens the safety of the aircraft.
Note: A person who contravenes or fails to comply with these Regulations or who attempts to commit an offence against these Regulations is
guilty of an offence.

b) Before departing your accommodation point, the Team Manager and another senior member of the team should conduct an inspection of the
rooms accompanied by the Hotel/Motel Manager. It should be confirmed that no complaints are being made, nor will be made (re the team’s
conduct or condition of the accommodation fixtures).

Sexual Harassment

It is difficult to make an exhaustive list of the forms that sexual harassment can take; however, the conduct must be sexual, unwelcome and uninvited.

This includes: unwanted physical contact; verbal comments or abuse and/or offensive gestures and depending upon the circumstances, be

considered unlawful. Allegations of sexual harassment can arouse strong emotions and if a claim is found to be true, serious consequences can

follow.

a) Team Managers should make it clear to all members that sexual harassment will not be tolerated under any circumstances.

b) Complaints must be treated seriously and sympathetically

) Investigation of complaints must be strictly confidential and impartial

) Investigations should be made promptly after complaints are lodged

) All parties involved should be interviewed separately to obtain an accurate detail of the incident

Where a complaint is substantiated, appropriate conciliatory or disciplinary action should be taken

) Following this decision, later checks should be made to ensure that the behaviour has stopped and the complainant is not being victimized as a

result of the complaint.

General

a) Clubs are requested to ensure that their Team Manager’s report is speedily received after the event and any report of misconduct is appropriately
and immediately dealt with.

b) Extreme caution is suggested in the subject of exchanging of club’s identified garments and, in fact, clubs are urged to instruct their members of a
policy in this subject. Many incidents have been recorded of misconduct being attributed to a particular club whereas it has been other person
wearing their garments.

c) Please remember that the venues of these events are the traditional support bases of a great many local clubs and misconduct will certainly be
noticed and jeopardise future activities of those clubs. You can readily imagine the situation applied in reverse.

d) It should be noted that a Judiciary Committee will be formed and will be ready for an urgent meeting in the event of any complaint. Such
Committee will have the power to also act at that time and shall have jurisdiction over any lifesaver attending this event.

e) Clubs are urged to ensure that clear policies are in place in respect to touring with members under the age of 18 years and that appropriate
arrangements are made with parents/guardians prior to departure and that appropriate supervision is in place at all times.
